I understand that the information in your article was provided by East Sussex County Council through a press release and that such a release enjoys qualified privilege in law. However, | would like to emphasize that the information contained in the press release is
inaccurate and defamatory, causing significant damage to my personal and professional reputation.

| have already contacted East Sussex County Council to raise the issue and request a correction of the information. However, | believe it is important that you, as editors, are also aware of the discrepancies and the evidence that demonstrate the injustice of the
published information.

In support of the reasons for this request, | am providing a summary of the information from the dossiers on which the investigations for reopening/annulment of the conviction are based, in accordance with privacy legislation:
Summary of Facts

Context and Evaluation of the Blue Badge Renewal Request Mr. Riccardo Gresta submitted a request for the renewal of his Blue Badge, with an evaluation conducted on April 6, 2022, at St. Mary’s House, Eastbourne. The evaluation was carried out by [1 ******],
assisted by [2 ******]. During the evaluation, several discrepancies and contested statements emerged regarding Mr. Gresta’s mobility and health conditions.

Weather Conditi and Di: ies in the ion On the day of the evaluation, the weather conditions were extremely adverse, with strong gusts of wind and heavy rain, reducing visibility to a few meters. Despite this, [1 ******] claimed that Mr. Gresta
arrived on foot, while the GPS data from his car indicated that he drove to the evaluation site. Additionally, [1 ******] stated that Mr. Gresta left the building heading towards Cavendish Place, while the GPS shows that the car was parked to the left of the building’s
exit.

Accusations of Discrimination and Prejudice [1 ******] reported difficulties in understanding Mr. Gresta’s Italian accent, which led to an inaccurate evaluation. Furthermore, [1 ******] referred to Mr. Gresta as an Italian citizen, despite him being a British citizen since
July 2021. These actions were considered discriminatory and in violation of Article 15 of the Human Rights Act.

Contested Medical Letter One of the main disputes concerns an alleged fake medical letter (MJ-03) that Mr. Gresta supposedly sent in support of his renewal request. However, Mr. Gresta provided evidence showing that the appeal letter (MJ-02) was the only
document sent. The testimony of [3 ******], Mr. Gresta’s former carer assistant, confirms that the only document sent was the appeal letter, as demonstrated by the postal certificate.

**Behavior of [4 ****] During the interview under caution on June 30, 2022, [4 ******] displayed an intimidating attitude towards Mr. Gresta, preventing [3 ******] from assisting him as an interpreter. This behavior further compromised Mr. Gresta’s ability to
adequately defend himself.

Legal Proceedings and Consequences Mr. Gresta pleaded guilty on September 22, 2022, under perceived pressure and threats. Subsequently, he was sentenced to one year in prison, with a 24-month suspended sentence and six weeks of curfew. However, the guilty
plea was made in violation of human rights, and Mr. Gresta expressed his intention to change his plea to not guilty multiple times but maintained the guilty plea for crimes not committed due to perceptions of feeling unsafe and threatened.

Conclusion The evidence and testimonies collected clearly demonstrate that Mr. Riccardo Gresta was a victim of discrimination, prejudice, and intimidating behavior by the authorities involved. The discrepancies in the statements and objective evidence indicate that
Mr. Gresta did not send any fake medical letter and that his guilty plea was obtained under coercion. A fair and impartial review of the case is required to ensure justice for Mr. Gresta.

| acknowledge receipt of your communication dated 23 December 2025 regarding the removal of
the press release from the ESCC Newsroom.

However, | must formally note that the deadline set in my Pre-Action Protocol letter expired on 4
December 2025. Your response was therefore received only after the expiry of that deadline,
constituting a clear breach of the Protocol's timeliness requirement. The unlawful persistence of
the article beyond the indicated date has aggravated both the reputational harm and the
violation of my data protection rights.

Moreover, despite your statement that the press release has been removed, the articles in
question remain accessible online and indexed by search engines, continuing to disseminate
my personal data unlawfully and prolonging reputational damage. This discrepancy between your
communication and the actual availability of the content further aggravates the violation of
GDPR principles of accuracy, minimisation, and proportionality.

As a consequence, the matter has already been brought to the attention of the Italian Judicial
Authorities through a formal denuncia querela filed with the Procura della Repubblica presso il
Tribunale di Pavia on 12 December 2025, prior to your communication of 23 December 2025.

This escalation was necessary due to:

o failure to comply within the deadline indicated in the Pre-Action Protocol;

¢ continued unlawful dissemination of personal and sensitive data;

e aggravation of reputational damage caused by the late removal and ongoing accessibility of
the articles.

| reserve all rights, including the right to seek compensation for damages, and request that ESCC
confirm whether steps have been taken to ensure complete de-indexing from search engines
and removal of any residual cached versions.

Together with my legal representatives, | will continue to monitor the effective removal and
de-indexing of the articles from search engines and online platforms.
